Chris Burns introduced George Roets, Schuyler County 
Director of Public Health, who discussed the topic of 
suicide awareness.  
 
George shared a film about QPR (Question, Persuade, 
and Refer) - a training program that teaches 3 simple 
steps that anyone can learn to help save a life from 
suicide. People who are trained in QPR can learn how to 
recognize the warning signs of a suicide crisis and 
connect the person to help.  
 
People of all ages, races, and socioeconomic status may 
be at risk of suicide, and the social costs of  
suicide can be devastating.  Each year more than 40 
people attempt suicide in Schuyler County; at least 10-12 
are hospitalized; 2-3 lives are lost, but he believes that 
the number is in fact greater. The cost of one life 
becomes a cost to the community.  
 
George reminded us that talking to our families,  
especially our children, is important in raising awareness 
about suicide prevention.  
 
A community group called the Schuyler Suicide  
Prevention Coalition has been formed to discuss how our 
community can act to make Schuyler County a suicide-
safer community. Community members are invited to 
attend a meeting on January 10, 2012, Noon - 1:00 PM in 
Room 120 at the Schuyler County Human Services 
Complex. Please RSVP by 4 PM, January 6, by calling 
535-8280 or 535-8288. Lunch will be served.
